The Conclave Planning Meeting was called to order at 10:20 a.m. 

Shu-Shu-Gah presented a proposal on the details of the upcoming conclave.  
Registration will be done primarily online this year and will hopefully be up and running 
by January 31st.  They recommended an Early Bird Registration that reduces the cost $5 
and also a late fee of an additional $5 on the normal price.  Training locations, activities, 
and a budget were all presented as well. 

 In the first group discussion John Fagan asked everyone to continue promoting 
through newsletters, websites and word-of-mouth.  A vote was taken and decided upon 
that 20 training sessions to be available at the conclave.  The Classes are as follows: 
Elangomats, Journey to Brotherhood, Brotherhood Conversion, Membership retention 
and growth, Communications, Structure of the OA, Team building, Goal setting, Event 
Planning, Support for Council and Units, Publications, OA Representatives, Ceremonies, 
Camp Promotions, Vigil Selection, Role of the OA in the Community and ScoutReach, 
Service grants and the Goodman Camping Award, The Strategic Plan and Cub Scouting, 
and Coffee Talk with Mr. Bain.  The Early Bird registration was unanimously moved 
back from May 1st to June 1st.  It was decided that Officer elections will remain on 
Sunday morning.  Themed meal ideas were presented by Shu-Shu-Gah and are as 
follows:  Friday evenings as a Beach party theme, Saturday breakfast as a Jungle theme, 
lunch as Club Obi-wan, dinner as Colonial, and Sunday breakfast is undecided.  
Throughout the Conclave there will be many competitions including:  the Goodman 500, 
Founders Cup, Robin Hood competition, basketball, ultimate Frisbee, volleyball and 
much more. 

 The breakout sessions then took place and the results of these meetings are as 
follows:

 Shows – the theme show is being planned; there will be a weekend in review, a 
skit at lunch and they are working on acquiring fireworks if affordable
